To be held from July 13–31, 2009, at the historic Beach Institute, the exhibition will showcase the significance, wealth, and variety of works created by African American artists living and working in Savannah and the surrounding areas.  
To apply, artists may submit images of five works–in styles and media of their choice—for consideration. Up to three works from each applicant will be selected for inclusion in the exhibition.  Pieces can be submitted in slide form, as digital images on a CD, or as photographs. Please include artist’s name, title, date, medium, and dimensions for each work. The application deadline is May 1, 2009.

There is no submission fee for applicants who are currently members of the Telfair Museum of Art and FAAA. For non-members, the application fee is $60, which includes a one-year membership to the Telfair Museum of Art and FAAA.
