Museum names new director of collections and exhibitions, deputy director for operations, 
and associate curator
[ Savannah, GA ] — The Telfair Museum of Art announced today that it has made a number of recent staff and title changes, including the hire of Amy Branch as development manager and several employee promotions. Holly Koons McCullough was promoted from chief curator to director of collections and exhibitions, Greg Jacobs was promoted from buildings curator to the new position of deputy director for operations, and Courtney McGowan is now associate curator. 

As the Telfair’s new development manager, Branch is responsible for implementing and managing key aspects of the museum’s fundraising programs; overseeing membership recruitment and retention at all levels; serving as a staff liaison for several member groups and coordinating with the chairman on events such as the museum’s largest fundraiser, the Telfair Ball; and  maintaining member, sponsor, and donor records. Before coming to the Telfair, Branch served as annual fund director, alumni director, and assistant director of development at Savannah Country Day School. She holds a B.S. in communications/journalism from Georgia Southern University.
Greg Jacobs, the museum’s new deputy director for operations, joined the Telfair in 2008 as buildings curator. His new duties include overseeing strategic advancement of the museum’s facilities, security, and administration efforts, and assisting with the management of day-to-day operations including staff communication, budgeting and financial overview, and planning and evaluation, as well as board interaction.
With over a decade of prior experience in project management and facility operation, Jacobs is a co-founder and partner of Renaissance Restorations, Starland Properties, Greenstar Redevelopment, and Urban Realty Group. His professional recognition includes four Historic Savannah Preservation Awards and selection as one of Georgia Trend Magazine’s “Top 40 under 40.”  Jacobs holds a B.A. of fine arts in historic preservation from the Savannah College of Art and Design and completed business administration studies at North Carolina State University.

The Telfair’s chief curator of fine arts and exhibitions, Holly Koons McCullough, has been named director of collections and exhibitions, in recognition of her excellent scholarship and curatorial work on the museum’s recent exhibition and accompanying catalogue Dutch Utopia: American Artists in Holland, 1880-1914. McCullough joined the Telfair staff in 1996 as an assistant curator of education, moving to the curatorial department in 2000. She holds a B.A. from the University of Georgia and an M.A. in art history from the University of Notre Dame. 
Also in the Telfair’s curatorial department, Courtney McGowan has been promoted from assistant curator to associate curator. McGowan began working at the Telfair in 2006, after relocating to Savannah from Boston, where she worked at the Childs Gallery. McGowan holds a B.A. in English from Georgetown University and an M.A. in art history from London’s Courtauld Institute.

It is comprised of two National Historic Landmark Buildings—the Telfair Academy and the Owens-Thomas House—and the contemporary Jepson Center.
