Touching on digital as
well as conventional film photography, this intensive weeklong program focuses on
the basic functions of 35mm manual cameras. Workshop features include student
use of both manual and digital cameras, a field trip to a downtown gallery, visits
from established photographers, on-location shoots in the historic district, access
to the Telfair's photography collection, and more! The program will culminate with
a reception and exhibition of the participants’ work in the Jepson Center’s Morrison
Community Gallery.

In this summer afternoon program at the Telfair, students will gain an appreciation
for fine art through creative visual and hands-on experiences. Participants will view
artwork on display at the museum, studying the work of exhibiting artists such
as Philip Perkis and Ellen Susan, as well as selected pieces from the permanent
collection. Following their gallery visits, campers will head to the education studios
to explore a new artistic technique. The camp culminates with a student art
exhibition featuring work produced during the weeklong program and a reception
in the Jepson Center.
